		2) A dramatic monologue - one minute duration (memorized)
		3) A song (3 ½ min. maximum), preferably from a Broadway musical show (memorized).  Please bring your own accompanist.
		4) It is expected that those auditioning for this scholarship will come prepared and dressed appropriately.
	f.	For the Abundis Musician/Dance /Technical support applicant:  An interview will be scheduled.  Eligibility for this scholarship includes participation in a CSTOCK production sometime during the past 18 months.
	g.	In addition to the audition or interview, applications will be reviewed and scored by the Board of Directors.
